In celebration of the 50th Anniversary of Club Roma, a gala 
event will be held on April 30th.  Formal attire.  Tickets cost

On June 10, 1940, Prime Minister William 
Lyon Mackenzie King declared war on Musso-
lini and Italy.  Days later, an order was signed 
declaring thousands of Italians in Canada 
enemy aliens.  Approximately 500 men and 4 
women were arrested, taken away from their 
families (without trial) and placed in Camp 
Petawawa (near Ottawa).  

Th ese people were held as prisoners of war 
simply because they were Italians in Canada.  
Th e interned came from all walks of life: 
labourers, employees, farmers, members of 
community organizations like Club Roma; 
even a couple of priests and the millionaire, 

James Franceschini.

Prof. Ernesto Virgulti of Brock University is 
involved in a Canada-wide project dedicated 
to writing the story of the Italian-Canadians 
who were interned during WWII.  He is 
looking for anyone who was interned, family 
members or friends of the internees.
